Foothill-SLAM NJB Age Limits, Eligibility, and Registration Priority
2007 – 2008 Season

Division Age Limits
Determine player age as of May 1, 2007 and then compare it to the following.  This limitation is based on age and not grade (grade is irrelevant).  Exceptions are handled on a case by case basis with the best interest of the player in mind.
· D3 players cannot be 11 before May 1st, 2008 (DOB must be 5/1/1997 or later)
· D2 players cannot be 13 before May 1st, 2008 (DOB must be 5/1/1995 or later)
· D1 players cannot be 15 before May 1st, 2008 (DOB must be 5/1/1993 or later)
· Junior Varsity high school players cannot be 17 before May 1st, 2008 (DOB must be 5/1/1991 or later)
· Varsity high school players cannot be 19 before May 1st, 2008 (DOB must be 5/1/1989 or later)

· An odd grade player (3rd, 5th, and 7th) who is too old for their grade is still able to play on division team and All-Stars, but is not eligible for a grade based tournament team.

Grade in School

· D3 players can be fourth graders, third graders, or second graders playing up.  Second graders playing up are only accepted after all qualified third and fourth graders are accepted.
· D2 players can be sixth graders, fifth graders, or fourth graders playing up.

· D1 players can be eighth graders, seventh graders, or sixth graders playing up.
All-Net Age Limits
Determine player age as of September 1, 2007 and then compare to the following.  This limitation is based on age and not grade (grade is irrelevant):
· 8th Grade, turn 15 on or after September 1st 2007, (DOB 9/1/1992 or later)
· 7th Grade, turn 14 on or after September 1st 2007, (DOB 9/1/1993 or later)
· 6th Grade, turn 13 on or after September 1st 2007, (DOB 9/1/1994 or later)
· 5th Grade, turn 12 on or after September 1st 2007, (DOB 9/1/1995 or later)
Waivers
· Waivers are needed for any player living outside our boundaries who wants to try-out and join the league.  This includes players who were in Foothill in the past but then move outside our boundaries.  Our boundaries include all of Sunnyvale, Los Altos, Los Altos Hills, and Mountain View.  
· For All-Net teams, there is a two player waiver limit per team, but that does not include any grandfathered players.
· Grandfather waivers are provided to a player that has previously met all of the eligibility requirements for their chapter, but then moves outside of that chapter’s boundary.  Because of their grandfather waiver this change in residence will not affect their eligibility. They remain a “returning” player at their current chapter.  We encourage players to play where they live and not get a grandfather waiver.
· Players with grandfather waivers are treated exactly the same as local players.
· There are no resident boundaries for high school players so waivers are not required.
Returning Players

· Returning players are those who played in our chapter last season, including high school teams. 
· A sibling of a returning player from last season is considered a returning player.

· A player will lose their returning player status if they decide to take a year off from NJB.  In that case they will come back as a new player.  The only exception is if their dropping out is related to an injury.
New Players
· New players must reside within our chapter boundaries or they are required to have a waiver.  
· New players are those who did not play in our chapter last year or those who played in another chapter last year.  The one exception to this is siblings of returning players.  They are considered returning players even though it is their first year playing in our chapter.
Registration Priority
1. Children of Board Members from our Chapter (new or returning).
2. Players that make an All-Net team (new or returning).
3. Returning players from our chapter (until September 15, 2007) and returning players with grandfather waivers.  
4. Siblings of returning families from our chapter and siblings of returning families with grandfather waivers.
5. Transfer players from other chapters who live within our chapter’s boundaries.   *or*
       New players to our chapter who live within our chapter boundaries.
6. Transfer players from other chapters who do not live within our chapter boundaries and have a waiver.
Notes:  No priority is given to those on the wait list from the previous season.  In addition, in order for any of the above priorities to be granted, the player must have met all of their registration requirements by the deadline. 
Wait List
· Players will be placed on the wait list if there is no open spot for them on a team.  They will be prioritized on the wait list based on completion of registration and their timestamp for on-line registration.

· A player cannot be placed on the wait list unless all of their registration requirements are met.

· Players from out-of-chapter cannot be accepted onto a Division team if there are any children within our Chapter on the wait-list for that division.  The out-of-chapter player also needs to have met all registration requirements and attended at least the skills evaluation.

· If a new (family) player tries out for All-Net and makes it, they don’t need to be on the wait-list.  In that case they automatically get a spot on the All-Net team and move ahead of any other non All-Net players on the wait list.
· Players who want to play up and evaluate well enough to do will need to be discussed by the board if in doing so they would take a spot on the team at the expense of another qualified player whose age and grade are within the limits of that division.

· It is the written policy of the Player Agent that a player may only play up if:

· it is approved by the Player Agent, Division Coordinator, and Chapter Director

· if the player evaluates in the upper half of that Division

· Both the upper and lower divisions have waitlists.  Holding a player down who qualifies to play up simply takes a spot from the lower division instead of the upper one (it has a zero net effect).
· Sometimes it is not possible to find a head coach for every team.  In that case a player on the wait list can be moved up in priority if the board finds their parent to be a candidate for a head coaching position and the parent agrees to do so. 
Other

· Siblings who are the appropriate age to play in the same division can request to be placed on the same team (or on different teams).
